Assignment for the First Class Session:

Please read Chapters 1 and 2 of Legal AspectS of Managing Technology, by Lee Burgunder, 3rd edition.

For the first class session, I would like you to read the first two chapters of Burgunder’s book.  Beginning on page 62, there are three cases in the text of Chapter 2, which I would like you to brief.  In order to brief a case you should do the following:

1. Make a short statement of the relevant facts in the case.  Identify the parties by status such as a seller, the government, a customer and so on.

2. State the issue.  The issue should be phrased as narrowly as possible.  The issue should be phrased in the form of question.  

3. Give me a conclusion.  Tell me who wins and why do they win.  Basically, the conclusion should answer the question posed in the issue.  The conclusion should mix the facts with a rule of law that provides guidance to firms in this area.

Briefing a case is a lot like riding a bicycle.  Once you learn how to ride a bicycle, you will never forget how, but you have to fall a few times in order to learn how to ride.  Be prepared to brief a case the first day if called upon.  You are responsible for the cases in Chapters 2.
