Surveys
Information collected via our surveys is considered private information and is used solely for purposes of research and education. Specifically, our online surveys ask visitors for information about their demographics, computing platform(s), web surfing habits, educational experience and privacy values/concerns. This information is collected and stored anonymously and used solely for the purpose of research and education. The data collected will similarly be reported in an anonymous manner to help policy makers, practitioners and researchers help further the protection of consumer privacy and improve our nation's privacy practices.

Cookies 
Cookies are not used in the public areas of the site; therefore we do not track visitor browsing within this site. Cookies are used for our surveys, solely to ensure that survey participants only complete each survey once. 

Web Site Traffic
Web site traffic is logged, for statistical purposes, only in standard log format. Logged information may include IP addresses and/or domain names. We honor valid law enforcement warrants or subpoenas for logs.

Suspicious Activity
