Progress in Reaching Departmental Milestones

By departmental rules, students entering without a relevant masters degree are allowed a maximum of ten years to complete their doctoral degrees.  (Within that time frame, up to six years are allowed for completion of the MS.  Remember, however, that taking more than 3-4 years for the MS may make it difficult to complete the remaining steps for the PhD within the overall time limits.)  

Students entering with previously-earned masters degrees, which are "relevant" for their doctoral studies, have a maximum of eight years to complete their doctorates.  

Within these10-year or 8-year time frames, a maximum of six years is allowed for passing the Preliminary Examination (i.e., being "advanced to candidacy" for the doctorate).  Each student's "clock" starts from the date of the earliest course on the first Plan of Work submitted to the Graduate School.   Exceptions to these rules must be requested individually.  Taking an approved leave-of-absence does not alter these time limits.

The "milestones" indicated on the following page typically occur in a fairly similar order for everyone.  If this is not the case for you, then feel free to annotate your report in whatever way will make clear your progress during the past year.  BUT…  

IMPORTANT:  mark only accomplishments that occurred during this reporting period.  Do NOT repeat information from previous years.  

Generally, there should be a small, more-or-less consecutive group of actions/events indicated.       (In the following, the use of an asterisk [*] after an MS item includes that a similar event is also associated with preparing a "masters-thesis equivalent.")
