Each application should have the one-page cover sheet at the front, followed by whatever supporting materials have been requested.

Please note that application materials are to be sent directly to Dr. Pamela Martin as email attachments in MS-WORD format, to facilitate minimal-cost distribution to members of the Review Committee.  This procedure includes the supporting letters required for the John Oliver Cook Fellowship, which should be sent directly from your referees to Dr. Martin. 

The one exception to the electronic submission process would occur if a hard-copy of a manuscript or reprint must be provided, in lieu of a pdf; in such cases, the single required hard-copy should be sent to Dr. Martin or placed in her mailbox in the Poe 640 main office.

Cook Fellowships are for graduate students who have completed their Plans of Study for the PhD and successfully passed their Prelims.  Financial need is not a consideration.  The award may be used in any way that will further the recipient's completion of the doctorate and his/her career development.  Students receiving Cook Fellowships will receive the money in a single lump-sum payment and may use it as they wish.  Expenditures do not have to match an approved budget, nor do they have to be processed through the department.

The committee will evaluate each candidate's level and quality of professional development appropriate to area of training, including, as relevant, such aspects of performance as: 1) record of publications and presentations, 2) performance in practica (if relevant), 3) development of  independence and autonomy, 4) departmental service, and 5) appropriate rate of progress.
