Note:  This form should be used solely for cases in which a student needs approval for an exception to the department's "12-Hour Rule" – the rule that limits the number of hours, taken prior to completing the MS, which a student may include on his/her PhD Plan of Work.  Specifically, the Rule states that no more than 12 hours of courses taken prior to the semester in which the MS was completed may be included for the PhD.  There are only two qualifications:  (1) courses taken during the semester in which the MS was completed are not limited (i.e., they are not part of the 12 hours); and (2) the "block" credit of up-to-36 hours for the MS itself may appear on the PhD, to meet the university minimum of 72 hours.
