Specifically, if you served as any sort of classroom instructor, then you should arrange for your designated supervisor to observe your class(es) during each semester, to provide you with feedback on your developing skills and alert you to any problem issues that s/he may note.   The results of such an observation are recorded on a TA Observation Form (or its equivalent).  For seasoned TAs, one such observation/report is required each semester; for first-time Primary Instructors, two separate classroom visits (each documented on a separate TA Observation Form) are necessary. 

Workshops, Observations, Other Activities:  In addition to the training and feedback one may receive from one's supervisor or other departmental mentors, it is worth noting that the university now offers several workshops on teaching, throughout each year.  Many faculty – other than your appointed supervisor – are willing to allow TAs or prospective TAs to attend their classes, to observe and learn how different undergraduate courses are taught. Psychology TAs are encouraged to take advantage of these opportunities, if possible.
