Backroom Microscope

*Imaging Software 

· Qcapture

· When software window is open, go to the top menu and select“WINDOW” and then“CONTROLS WINDOW”. Another tools box will now be open. 

*Camera

· To turn the microscope camera on plug in the black wire into one of the two slots, located on the right side, of the camera. 

*Microscope

1. To turn the microscope on press the green switch located on the lower right side of the microscope. 

2. Press the black button labled “3200K” located on the front-facing panel on the right side of the microscope.  (The light will move to the image icon just below number 10.)

3. Make sure the filter is pressed in all the way. (The location of the filter is just above the magnification lenses.)

4. Set the “MAX/MIN” slider to the halfway mark.

5. Set the wheel below the eye piece to “1” [Number]

6. Set the wheel under the secondary stage to “II” [Roman Numeral]

7. Make sure the rod, located on the left side of the same base as the eye pieces, is not pushed in. If it is, pull it out as this may cause the viewer to see all black when looking through the eye piece.

8. Make sure the dome located directly under the opening of the main stage is straight and leveled. To do so bring the lever, located on the right side of the secondary stage to the front. The dome should know be leveled. 

9. The slide can be moved by  adjusting the vertical rod attached to the main stage, located on the right side of the microscope. 

a. The lowest knob moves the main stage left/right.

b. The bigger knob moves the main stage front/back. 

10. Adjust the light height adjustor. This is a black knob located on the left side right under the microscope stage. 

11. Adjust the condensor knob (a black circle with light in the middle), located on the microscope base. Turn the condensor knob to control the amount of light that comes in.

12. Adjust the condensor knob and the light height adjustor until a crisp octagon forms. Once a clear, crisp octagon is visible the condensor knob can be furthur adjusted to increase or decrease the viewing area. 

13. Two knobs located on either side of the main base of the micrsoscope can be used to focus on the image. The outer, larger knob is for “course adjustment”. The inner, smaller knob is for “fine adjustment”.
