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To use the nanodrop spec:

· Yongliang is the lab manager in Christina Grozinger’s Lab (entomology)

· open the software ND.1000V.3.1.0

· USER select “bob”  from pull down menu

· PASSWORD = 12345

· click Nucleic acid - select DNA-50

· clean the machine by placing 8-10 ul of ddH2O on the pedestal and gently push the top arm down to touch the bottom half of the pedestal. 

· carefully blot off the ddH2O with a clean kim wipe.  don’t wipe it off vigorously. 

· blank the machine

· use 2 microliters of your blank

· click read blank

· use a kim wipe to remove water.  gently put top of probe down onto kimwipe to remove water from the top portion of the probe. 

· then apply 2 microliters of your sample and read sample. 

· make sure to change the label in the text field if you want the correct sample name for each sample

· make sure to clean off the machine by putting on 2 microliters of water and then dabbing off with kimwipe.  

· clean off machine between samples and after final use.

follow directions for saving and printing data or just use paper and pencil to write down the data values.
